Prayer in the context of public worship – self-offering, Eucharistic sacrifice, giving attention to God cf distraction, being present/real presence, Confession, healing/prayer ministry (receiving), chrismation, altar calls, importance of preaching with an expectancy upon God, wordless rites with water, stones, small candles, alka seltzer, teaching – lex orandi/credendi (vertical and horizontal aspects of ‘networking’), prayer links to truth & honesty (CS Lewis, couple deceived by their feelings)
Expressions of corporate prayer – bible study groups, prayer groups, conducted meditation, contemplation (Julian) groups, Holy Hour, strategic prayer eg. prayer walking, March for Jesus, quiet days, corporate retreats
Encouraging individual Christians in their life of prayer – spiritual direction, know/love/forget yourself, confirmation training, call to perfection & self-sacrifice (Polish scene, China): problem of spiritual immaturity eg. Sunday School praying, holiness the church’s best influence and is ‘bottom up’ to a degree, patience – taking time to discern, opening up a vision of God more to his dimensions.
How can our preaching, teaching and sharing as a church encourage our members to think more magnificently of God?
How do we deal with providing space for our members whilst encouraging them to enter the Pascal mystery and be well formed Christians dying to their old nature and rising to new life in the Holy Spirit?

How can we encourage people to be honest to God and admit their spiritual need?
Is prayer worthwhile? Is relating to God worthwhile? Is the extension of God’s kingdom worthwhile? How can we provide occasions to share/build passion about prayer?
How can we promote the age-old Christian wisdom about dealing with distractions to prayer ranging from sin, unbelief, anxiety, depression, complacency, ritualism, over-cerebral focus, physical discomfort?
