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Communicating Christ to the world is a Christian task that works against ignorance, apathy and hostility. It is about dialogue and listening as well as truth telling. Benno van den Toren is a theology professor concerned to see the defence of faith made constructively and modestly. 'The main thing is not to have a battery of the right answers, but rather to develop the right attitude: a genuine interest in everyone we meet'.

Too much Christian apologetic is geared to answering questions that people are not asking. This book helps us go a stage backward into people's reluctance and indifference about Christianity and how we can work alongside that. There are ways of calling people's bluff but these need to be humble as well as courageous. One way is to admit one's own unwillingness to change as God would want us to change.

Reasons for my hope looks at developing helpful attitude, the  problem of suffering, relativism, indifference, the relationship of belief to knowledge and arguments for the reliability of Christ. It is a book that helps individuals communicate Christ to individuals though the communal life of believers should also be seen as a significant player.
