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This re-issue of a wedding planner combines practical help for the big day with wisdom for a life-long union. Ten tips for cutting wedding costs are balanced by ten rules for building a lasting marriage. The attractively produced paper back appeals to both commercial and philosophical interests.

The planner A-Z includes make-up (protect your wedding dress with a scarf), insurance and post-wedding blues. There is clear guidance on budgeting, setting priorities and establishing a countdown to deadlines.

Real-life stories help make the wisdom section a catalyst for useful  deliberations by couples preparing and a pretext for sharing with their priest or minister. The section on unpacking baggage from past relationships is extended to cover second marriage.

Katherine and Richard Hill draw on the wisdom and resources of Care for the Family. Their book is geared to couples of any or no religious vision because its prime insights are about building enduring relationships.
